Life Skills: Healthy Lifestyle Choices, Teamwork

Spice Masters is an engaging after-school cooking program where students
build confidence in the kitchen while learning essential culinary and life
skills. Throughout the program, participants explored food preparation,
kitchen safety, and teamwork all while creating delicious meals from
scratch.
One of the first and most important lessons focused on knife safety.
Students learned how to properly hold and use knives, practice safe
cutting techniques, and maintain awareness in a shared kitchen space.
Understanding safety gave students the confidence to prepare ingredients
independently and responsibly.
During the program, students prepared a variety of dishes. One week, they
made chicken Alfredo pasta, learning how to boil pasta correctly, prepare a
creamy sauce, and season their dish for balanced flavor. On the final day,
students worked together to prepare a complete meal, which included
stuffed peppers and two homemade apple pies. Preparing a full meal
required planning, organization, and strong communication as they divided
tasks and supported one another.

Throughout the program, students worked in groups to develop ideas
and pitches. This structure allowed every student to take leadership
over their individual concept while also collaborating on shared
presentations. By combining their strengths, they strengthened their
communication skills, learned how to delegate responsibilities, and
supported one another’s creativity.
One of the most exciting parts of Minnow Tank was pitch day.
Students confidently presented innovative ideas such as the “Soda
Gun” concept and Native Creatures, a program focused on protecting
local wildlife and plants. The Native Creatures pitch was especially
impressive so much so that, as a group, students voted to turn it into
a real program for the next round of activities. This decision showed
their ability to evaluate ideas thoughtfully and work together toward
a shared goal.
